2 Preparing to Take Pictures

Installing the Batteries

The camera is powered by two AA-size alkaline batteries or rechargeable NiMH (min.
550 mAh / 1.2V) batteries (available separately).

Follow these instructions to insert batteries into the camera.

4. Slide the battery cover back into the
closed position.
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Low Battery Indicator

The low battery indicator T3 on the LCD screen means that the batteries are nearly
exhausted. Batteries should be replaced when you see the low battery indicator.

NOTES:

e Do not use manganese batteries. Manganese batteries
cannot supply sufficient power to support camera operation.

e Replace all batteries at the same time. Never mix old and
new batteries.

e Remove batteries from the camera if you do not plan on
using it for more than two weeks.

e The camera body may feel warm after extended use. This is
normal.

The SD memory card slot is located beneath the battery cover, adjacent to the battery
compartment.

Using the Zoom Function

Taking Pictures

Your camera has a combination of optical and digital zoom functions that allow you to
zoom in on far away subjects or zoom out for a wide angle shot.

The optical zoom is achieved by mechanically adjusting the lens of the camera. The
digital zoom enlarges or shrinks the image using a software process.

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Using Different Metering Options

There are 3 different light metering options available on your camera. Auto Metering
automatically selects the best exposure for you, Multi Metering selects an exposure
based on readings from multiple points in the subject area and Spot Metering selects an
exposure based on a single reading taken from the center of your picture.

Your camera is equipped with a macro function that allows you to focus on very close
subjects. In macro mode you can focus on subjects 10 cm from the lens when in the
maximum wide angle (zoomed out) setting and 50 cm in the maximum telephoto
(zoomed in) setting.

Using the Self-Timer

Your camera has a self-timer that allows you to take pictures of yourself. When the self-
timer function is enabled, there is a 10 second delay between the shutter being pressed
and the picture being taken.

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Using the Date Stamp Function

The Date Stamp function can be used to add a date to your pictures as you take them.

The digital camera automatically creates a directory of folders in the internal memory or
SD card that it uses to organize photos, video clips, and other information.

Folder Example:

Folder numbers start from 100.

Each folder holds up to 9999 files. If a photo is taken when the folder with
the highest folder number contains a picture file number equal to or greater
than 9999, the camera creates a new folder by adding one to the current
folder number. For example, if the current folder is “10030101”, the new
folder is named “10130101").

The maximum folder number is 999.

If the highest folder number is 999 and highest file number exceeds 9999, the
camera will display the warning message “Folder Cannot Be Created”.

If “Folder Cannot Be Created” appears, try formatting the memory or plug in a
new memory card. Set the function "File No. Reset" to "On", otherwise the
next time the camera is powered on, it will take only one picture because
folder number = 999 and file number = 9999.



File Names & Printing

File Names

The camera automatically assigns a file name to each photo and video clip captured.
File names start with “DSCI_" and are followed by a four-digit number that increases in
sequence.

File Example:
i.  Each folder holds up to 9999 pictures. If a photo is taken when the current
folder contains a file numbered 9999, the DSC creates a new folder and

stores the new image in the new folder.
ii.  File numbering starts from 0001 when a new folder is created.

Viewing Images onthe TV

Images displayed on the camera’s LCD screen can also be displayed on a television
screen.

1. Plug the included audio/video cable into the camera TV Out port (B). Plug the
other end into the TV set Video port (A).

2. Setthe TV input signal to Video In. Refer to the documentation included with
your TV for more information.

3. Everything that would normally appear on the camera’s LCD screen, such as
photo and video clip playback, slide shows, and image or video capture,
appears on the TV.

Selecting the Video Out Signal Mode

The digital camera supports both NTSC and PALvideo signal systems. See TV Out
Settings section for information on setting the camera’s video system to match your
region.



Making Connections

Downloading Images to a Computer

There are two ways to download files from the camera’s internal memory or SD card to
a computer:

e by inserting the SD card into a flash memory card reader
e by connecting the camera to a computer using the included USB cable

Using a Flash Card Memory Reader

1. Eject the SD card from the camera and insert it into an SD card reader that is
connected to a computer.

NOTE:

If you are using a PC card reader with a notebook computer, first
insert the SD card into a PC card adapter (optional), and then
insert the PC card adapter into the computer’s PC card slot.

Using an SD card reader connected to a notebook computer.

2. Open My Computer or Windows Explorer and double-click the removable drive
icon that represents the SD card.

3. Copy images from the card into a directory of your choice on the computer’s
hard disk.

Connecting to a Computer Using USB

1. Install the software driver included with the bundled CD-ROM.

2. Connect the supplied USB cable to the computer’'s USB port (A). Connect the
other end of the cable to the USB port on the camera (B).

NOTES:

e You don't have to switch off the camera or the computer when
the USB connection is made.

e Refer to your computer’'s manual for information regarding the
USB port location.

3. Make sure the camera is turned on.

4. The LCD screen turns off when the connection to the computer has been
successfully completed.

NOTES:

e The camera will remain on if the USB cable is disconnected.

e Windows 98SE: If this is the first time the camera has
been connected to the computer, Windows detects the
camera as an “Unknown device” and automatically completes
the required software installation.

5. Open My Computer or Windows Explorer. A “Removable Disk” appears in the
drive list.

6. Double-click the “Removable Disk” icon to view its contents.
7. Files stored on camera are located in the folder named “DCIM".

Understanding Camera Memory

Internal Memory

The digital camera is equipped with internal memory. If an SD card is not installed
in the camera, all photos and video clips recorded by the camera will be stored in
the internal memory. If an SD card is installed, photos and video clips are stored
on the SD card.

Optional SD Memory Card

Photos, video clips, and other information recorded by the camera is stored on the
SD card using the Design rule for Camera File system (DCF) protocol. The DCF
protocol is designed to accommodate file and data exchange between digital
cameras and other devices.

DCF Protocol

The DCF protocol defines the format for image file data as well as the directory
structure for the memory card. Photos that are taken by a DCF camera can be
viewed on DCF-compatible cameras from other manufacturers.



1 software Instaliation

To install the software:
1. Insert the Installation CD into your CD-ROM/DVD-ROM drive.
The disc supports Windows Autoplay mode and starts running automatically.
2. Select the driver and the applications you want to install on your computer, and
then click the OK button.
3. Follow the instructions on the screen.

You may choose to restart your computer only after installing the driver and
the selected applications.

NOTES:

« If the installation program does not start automatically, click
Start> Run, In the Open box, type d:\startup\setup.exe
(replace d:\with the drive letter of your CD-ROM/DVD-ROM
drive) and then click the OK button.

Software Driver

The camera can be used as a mass storage device and can be connected to a TV to
view pictures. If you are using Windows 98 SE, you must install the software driver so
that your computer can recognize the camera as a mass storage device.

Troubleshooting
