Switch On : Hold down ZJ button for 2 seconds or longer.

If no SIM card is inserted in the cellular phone, a message window that states no SIM card is inserted is
displayed.

In this case, only emergency call can be used and the rest of functions cannot be used.

If you are asked with password, enter the password and press ‘OK’ button.

The default password is set to ‘0000'.
