Installation and Preparation

1. Open Back Cover, Exposure Counter Shows " S "
2. Load Film Frame Mask:

Load Film Frame Mask as shown in Fig.1 and rotate
Pressure Plate, make sure it is installed in position.
3. Apply Viewfinder Mask on Viewfinder as shown in
Fig.2.
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135 Film Loading

1. Pull out Rewinding Shaft, load the film and push
back into Rewinding Shaft Base (Fig.3)
2. Load the film as shown in (Fig.4)

Insert the: film tip though Film Pilot Roller 1 and
pull out the tip.

Install Film Holder (Fig.5)
Press down Film Feed-in Shaft Take-off Button to
spring out Film Feed-in Shaft (Down). Insert Film
Holder into Film Feed-in Shaft (Upper) to make it
align with Rewinding Shaft Base, then push down
Film Feed-in Shaft (Down).
¢ Insert the film tip against the film plane, and pull
out the tip from Film Pilot Roller 2.
1 Install Film Winder:
Push down Film Winding Shaft Take-cHf Button to
ajact Film Winding Shaft (Down).




Insert Film Winding Shaft Stud into Film Winding Shaft
(Down), and keep on the pressure on it after aligning
with Film Winding Shaft (Upper). push in Film Winding
Shaft (Down), then insert the film tip into Film Winder
Sprocket, and make Film Tip Take-up Teeth catching
Film Perforation, (Fig.6)

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Exposure Counting

1. First Frame:.
Keep on winding till Winding Knob can't be moved further. The film will be set at the
first frame automatically. The Counter will display "0, then start shooting.

2. After the first irame has been shot, rotate Winding Knob until the second frame is
sel, the Counter displays "1".

3. Repeat Step (1) and (2) Operations, Shooting the Rest Frame



Retrieving Film

1. After Frame MNo.10 has been exposed (the Counter displays "9"), pull out Rewinding Release Button on the camera
botton, then Film Winding Shaft (Down) will spring out.

2. Keep the finger pressura on Multi-Exposure Button while cocking Shutter Cocking Arm, then rotate Rewinding
Knob clockwise Align the narrow till Exposure Counter shows "S",

3. Open Back Cover.

4. Press down Film Feed-in Shaft Take-off Button to spring out Film Feed-in Shaft (Down), then take out the

exposed film,
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
