Beware of one-ring calls!

A “one-ring call” (wan-giri in Japanese)
rings your phone only once, in an attempt
to make you call back to a service that
automatically bills you very high charges.

The P icon at the head
of an incoming record
indicates that the call
rang for only four seconds or less.

This indicates a possible “one-ring call.”

Charging the Battery Pack

The battery pack that comes with the phone is not fully charged when
you purchase it. Be sure to charge the battery pack before using the
WA43CA for the first time. Charging takes about 150 minutes.

You should recharge the battery pack whenever the battery level icon
shows B or B.
